Street Outreach (SO) projects offer services necessary to reach out to people experiencing unsheltered 
homelessness, connects them to emergency shelters, housing, or other services, and provides urgent non-facility-
based care to people unwilling or unable to access emergency shelter or other housing. 
 
HMIS-Participating SO providers:

8 agencies provided Emergency Shelter bed services to 197 clients (123 households) in April . This increase is in part 
due to Nashville's cold weather shelters.
21 clients exited Emergency Shelter programs to positive housing destinations in April.
878 unique clients have been served by Emergency Shelter projects since April 2021.

 

15 agencies provided Street Outreach services to 1,563 clients (1,468 households) in April.
44 clients exited Street Outreach programs to permanent housing destinations in April.
2,294 unique clients have been served by Street Outreach projects since April1 2021.

Permanent Supportive Housing (PSH) projects are 
projects that offer permanent housing and supportive services to assist homeless persons with a disability to live 
independently.
