MINUTES

METROPOLITAN SEXUALLY ORIENTED

BUSINESS LICENSING BOARD

The Sexually Oriented Business Licensing Board held a meeting on January 13, 2016 at 4:00 p.m.  Members Johnny Crumby Sr., Cullen Earnest, Bart Pickett, Jonathan Richardson and Tiffany Gray were present.  Attorney Jennifer Crim and Inspector Christine Gibson were present.  The meeting was called to order at 4:05 p.m. by Chairman Johnny Crumby Sr.  
Mr. Earnest made the motion to approve the minutes for the meeting of December 9, 2015.  Mr. Richardson seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously.

The meeting for December 23, 2015 was canceled and therefore the following new entertainer permit applications from December 10, 2015 to December 23, 2015 were approved pursuant to Metropolitan Code of Laws Section 6.54.070(C)(2):  2442, 2443, 2444, 2445, 2446 and 2447.  In addition, the following entertainer renewal permits were approved:  84, 236, 601, 1165, 1875, 2013, 2300, 2301 and 2303.

Ms. Gibson informed the Board that the following entertainer permit applications from December 24, 2015 to January 13, 2016 were in order:  2448, 2449, 2450, 2451, 2452 and 2453.  Mr. Pickett made the motion to approve the permits.  Mr. Earnest seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously.  

Ms. Gibson informed the Board that the following entertainer renewal permit applications from December 24, 2015 to January 13, 2016 were in order:  556, 837, 861, 1268, 1279, 1333, 1842, 2294 and 2305.  Mr. Pickett made the motion to approve the permits.  Mr. Richardson seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously.  

Ms. Gibson informed the Board that there were no new business license applications and the renewal business license application for #1684, Cabaret Royale, was in order.  Mr. Pickett made the motion to approve the renewal business license application.  Mr. Richardson seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously.  
Ms. Gibson presented her Inspector’s report to the Board and advised that the following businesses were in compliance during regular inspections:  Cabaret Royale, Gabrielle’s VIP Club, Pure Gold’s Crazy Horse, Déjà vu of Nashville, Jenna’s Toy Box (Dickerson Road), Jenna’s Toy Box (Gallatin Pike), Lion’s Den and Miranda’s Nashville.    
Ms. Gibson informed the Board that according to a Tennessean report, on January 6, 2016, Entertainer #10 met a customer inside of Gabrielle’s VIP Club and made arrangements with the customer to meet outside the club later that night.  Once the customer arrived at the designated location, Entertainer #10 and another male robbed the customer at gunpoint, stealing cash and business checks. The victim was not injured in the incident.  Entertainer #10 was charged with aggravated robbery, possession of a Schedule VI drug, possession of drug paraphernalia and contributing to the delinquency of a minor.  
Ms. Gibson also informed the Board that she viewed a video online revealing that Entertainer #1165 performed a dance on the lap of a female.  The dance occurred on the stage.  The female was hired by Déjà vu for a meet and greet appearance and was not a customer.  This occurred on December 31, 2015 or early January 1, 2016.  Attorney Crim advised Ms. Gibson to list this incident on the agenda to allow the Board members to review.
The Board elected new Officers.  Mr. Crumby made a motion to elect Mr. Pickett as the Chairman of the Board.  Mr. Earnest seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously.  Ms. Gray made a motion to elect Mr. Earnest as the Vice Chairman of the Board.  Mr. Richardson seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously.  

The Board congratulated Ms. Gray and Mr. Richardson on their membership re-appointments of the Board.

This concluded our business.  Mr. Pickett made the motion to adjourn.  Ms. Gray seconded.  The Board voted unanimously and we adjourned at 4:20 p.m. until the meeting of January 27, 2016 at 4:00 p.m.
