BUSINESS LICENSING BOARD

The Sexually Oriented Business Licensing Board held a meeting on July 13, 2016 at 4:00 p.m.  Members Bart Pickett, Cullen Earnest, Johnny Crumby Sr., and Tiffany Gray were preset.  Member Jonathan Richardson was absent.  Attorney Jennifer Crim and Inspector Christine Gibson were present.  The meeting was called to order at 4:07 p.m. by Chairman Bart Pickett.  
Mr. Crumby made the motion to approve the minutes for the meeting of May 25, 2016.  Mr. Earnest seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously.

The meeting for June 8, 2016 was canceled and therefore the following new entertainer permit applications from May 26, 2016 to June 8, 2016 were approved pursuant to Metropolitan Code of Laws Section 6.54.070(C)(2):  2512, 2513, 2514, 2515, 2516, 2517 and 2518.  In addition, the following entertainer renewal permits were approved: 245, 1016, 2144, 2168 and 2224.

The meeting for June 22, 2016 was canceled and therefore the following new entertainer permit applications from June 9, 2016 to June 22 2016 were approved pursuant to Metropolitan Code of Laws Section 6.54.070(C)(2):  2519, 2520, 2521, 2522, 2523, 2524, 2525, 2526, 2527, 2528, 2529, 2530, 2531, 2532 and 2533.  In addition, the following entertainer renewal permits were approved:  143, 607, 1884, 2040, 2261, 2365 and 2366.

Ms. Gibson informed the Board that the following new entertainer permit applications from June 23, 2016 to July 13, 2016 were in order:  2534, 2535, 2536, 2537 and 2538.  Mr. Crumby made the motion to approve the permits.  Ms. Gray seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously.  

Ms. Gibson informed the Board that the following renewal entertainer permit applications June 23, 2016 to July 13, 2016 were in order:  1255, 1708 and 2128.  Mr. Crumby made the motion to approve the permits.  Mr. Earnest seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously.  

Ms. Gibson informed the Board that there were no new business license applications and the renewal business license application for #2082, Jenna’s Toy Box, was in order.  Mr. Crumby made the motion to approve the renewal business license application.  Mr. Earnest seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously.  

Ms. Gibson presented her Inspector’s report to the Board.   Ms. Gibson reviewed the advantages of working and information sharing with other agencies.
