.  DISCUSS PUBLIC HEARING SCHEDULES AND OTHER P ROCEDURES RELATED
TO THE MAY TOWN CENTER APPLICATION

Ms. LeQuire agreed that the additional informatbiould be presented to the Commission prior
to opening the public hearing on the May Town Cerde that the public, as well as the Commission
would have more information on the proposal. Shs im favor of resetting the May Town Center
public hearing date.

Ms. Jones agreed with Ms. LeQuire’s comments.
Mr. Ponder suggested the proposal be heard ami@etings due to the complexity of the project.

Mr. Clifton agreed with the comments on the comipjeof the project. He then suggested that
if the Commission were to hear the item over twbliguhearings that the public be allowed to spdak a
both public hearings, as they acquire more infoionaébout the project. He then questioned whether
the council bill had been filed on the project.

Mr. Bernhardt explained that Councilmember Matthdad requested the bill, but he was
unsure as to whether he signed the bill as of yet.

Mr. Clifton then stated he would like to have thevlic hearing held in June sometime after the
additional information was provided to the publi@ahe Commission.

Mr. Gee agreed to wait on holding the public heguntil after information from the consultants
was provided to the Commission.

Mr. Gotto stated he would go with the majorityeatf the Commission.

Mr. Clifton moved, and Mr. Gee seconded the mgtiomemove the Public Hearing from the

Mr. McLean then opened the discussion to ideastwean the Commission would like to hold the
public hearing. He briefly explained some of tlafticts associated with the June 11, 2009, meeting
date.

Mr. Gotto suggested that the public hearing bd belJune 25, 2009.

Ms. LeQuire suggested holding the public hearinguly §". However, it was explained to her
that the Council Public hearing was scheduled ity 4, 2009, and that it was necessary for the
Planning Commission to hear the application practhis date, in order to make their recommendation
to Council.

Mr. Ponder moved and Mr. Gotto seconded the mpthave the Commission hold the public
hearing on May Town Center on June 25, 2009.
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The Commission continued their discussion priordtng on the motion.

Ms. LeQuire expressed issues with moving the mapithrough the application process so
quickly.

Mr. Gotto briefly explained the various dates assted with having the proposal heard by
Council in July.

Mr. Bernhardt offered that Councilmember Matthdnwas requested the bill, and that it was the
Councilmember’s desire to have this proposal haatle July public hearing.

Mr. Clifton expressed his concern with holding phéblic hearing on June 25, 2009, and the
possible issue of having to defer their decisibostnot having enough time to make their
recommendation to Council.

Mr. Bernhardt explained that the economic impaatigtfor the proposal was expected to be
received by the planning department on JuheHe then reminded the Commission of their Infdrma
Work Session that was scheduled for June 3, 2A@368 a.m. at the Hermitage Police Precinct. dsw
at this session that the Commission would be ptedesith both the economic impact study as well as
the transportation study by the consultants.

Mr. Gotto suggested possibly holding the Publiatiey either on a Wednesday in June, or on
the regularly scheduled Planning Commission meetatgs.

Mr. Clifton suggested holding the meeting eaiirethe month of June due to the possibility of
deferring their decision and not having the apgetpramount of time to make their recommendation to
Council.

Ms. Jones suggested holding the public hearinguoe 11, 2009, and then call a special meeting
for June 12, 2009, for their deliberations on theppsal.

Mr. Giarratana explained that he would not be labée for the June 11, 2009, public hearing as
he would be out of town. He further explained thiattrip was scheduled two years ago and he would
not be able to reschedule. Mr. Giarratana thesflgrexplained the history of the application ahd t
desire of the applicant/owner to move forward angloposal. He then explained that any day in,June
other than June 8 — 12, would be best for the deeel

Mr. Gotto suggested hearing the proposal on Fridaye 19 at 4:00 p.m.

Ms. LeQuire again expressed her concerns with ngpfdgrward on the project without having a
signed council bill.

Mr. Gotto explained the filing dates and deadlifedills that would be heard at the July
council public hearing.

Ms. Bernards explained that she had preparedilirend would be sending it to the Council
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office at noon on Friday, May 22, 2009.

Mr. Clifton suggested that the Commission hear father members of the audience on whether
they had issues with certain dates for hearindvthg Town Center application.

There was no one in the audience that addressecotimenission.

Mr. McLean acknowledged there was a current matiotthe floor to hold the public hearing on
June 28 and questioned whether the Commission was readgtéoon the motion.

Ms. LeQuire explained she could not be at a mgetmJune 1 and suggested June*30

Mr. Gotto suggested holding the public hearingraither location if the regular meeting room
was not available, so that all the Commissionetddcbe present at the meeting.

Ms. LeQuire suggested setting up another spe@atimg date so that it could be used for
additional discussion by the Commission after thelic hearing.

Ms. LeQuire gave a brief explanation on her avwdils to the commission.

Mr. Gee suggested that a second meeting date e available in the event the Commission
needed additional time to deliberate their decision

Mr. Clifton briefly spoke on the size of the devateent and questioned why the public hearing
could not be moved to September, which would abolditional time to further review and better
understanding of the project.

Mr. Giarratana reiterated the issue that the MayT &€enter was originally proposed in October
of 2007 and the SP was presented in 2008, andhi&akevelopment team has been working with both
the Councilmember and the community for twenty rhentHe too mentioned that the owner of the
project has been funding the development the etitire, and has been very patient with the delays,
however, would like to have the proposal heard @y 28", 2009. He further explained that the month
of June would be available for the Commission tthier deliberate their decision if the public hagri
was heard on May 382009. He then spoke to the issue of hearingptttiposal at the July 7, Public
Hearing at Council.

Ms. LeQuire expressed concern with the amountfofination that the Commission will receive
from the consultants, and the issue of having gpeapriate time to digest all of the information.

Mr. Gotto acknowledged that the proposed develapmwél most likely require two public
hearings and suggested that the Commission holfirssh@ublic hearing on May 28Band then choose
the best date for the second public hearing. Hhaeed that the first public hearing to be held\iay
28" could revolve around the transportation impacthiefMay Town Center and then hold a second
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public hearing, sometime in June, on the econompact of the May Town Center.

Mr. Ponder withdrew his original motion, and Mroi® withdrew his second on the motion to
hold the public hearing on June 25, 2009.

Dr. Cummings arrived at 12:46 p.m.
Mr. Gotto explained his motion to Dr. Cummingsshe had just arrived at the meeting.

Dr. Cummings stated she would support that mamsehe would be at both the May 28 and
June 25 meetings.

Mr. Gee then suggested to limiting any public canta to only the fiscal/economic impact of
the May Town Center at the Jund"iblic hearing.

Mr. Gotto moved and Mr. Ponder seconded the mptlat the Commission hold the Public
Hearing on the May Town Center on May 28, 2009, tariceep the public hearing open until June 25,
2009, in order to accept additional comments orfifval/economic component of the SP application
and to deliberate, and make a recommendation iatJilvee 25, 2009, meeting6-2) No Votes —
LeQuire, Jones

The Commission then moved and adopted a motidrctaafied that the discussions and
comments that would be heard at the second pub#idrig scheduled for June 25, 2009, would be based
only on the fiscal/economic impact of the May To@enter. (8-0)

The Commission then discussed the procedurestards the scheduled public hearings. As a
result of this discussion, the following motion waade by Ms. LeQuire and seconded by Mr. Gotto:

» Applicant presentation of 20 minutes (applicant rhald 5 minutes for rebuttal)

» Opponents presentation of 20 minutes (if applicabuts, the opponents may
hold 5 minutes for a sur-rebuttal but must additesss raised in the rebuttal
only)

* The hearing is open to anyone who wishes to comfoerntp to two minutes per
person.

* The Chair may restrict repetitive comments.

Process and procedures for the June 25, 2009 pubhearing:
* No staff presentation proposed.
» Applicant presentation of 15 minutes (applicant rhald 5 minutes for rebuttal)
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» Opponents presentation of 15 minutes (if applicabuts, the opponents may
hold 5 minutes for a sur-rebuttal but must additesss raised in the rebuttal

only)

» The hearing is open to anyone who wishes to comoretite fiscal component of
the SP application for up to two minutes per person

» The Chair may restrict repetitive comments.

This motion was approved with a vote of (8-0)

moved to the end of the agenda, prior to OtherrBass.

Mr. Gotto requested that Mr. Giarratana provide@ommission with the same book of
