Call Meeting to Order

The meeting was called to order at 9:05 a.m.

Chair Powell did a verbal roll call of all members present.

Vote on Executive Order No.16

THRIVE guidelines

Janine Christiano presented the updated FY21 THRIVE Guidelines, which has been reviewed
by Metro Legal. She noted updates regarding COVID-19 response and remote projects;
proposed deadlines; updates to the scoring criteria including cultural equity criteria based
on the Arts Commission Equity Statement; clarification of requirements; additional
application support; and standardized community panel review.

Commissioner Powell asked for discussion regarding the timing of the first deadline and
whether it would be feasible. Janine clarified that staff were doing their best to update the
arts community to be prepared but invited further discussion.
