NEW BUSINESS

1. BL2018-1202 - An ordinance amending Title 12 of the Metropolitan Code of Laws to regulate operators of
systems of shared urban mobility devices, such as bicycles and scooters, and to establish a permitting
system for same. Bill sponsor Council Member Elrod

Note: This is a discussion and action item related to the most current version of the bill.

Teresa Costonis, Metro Legal, gave an update on this ordinance. Metro Council adopted the 2"
substitute amendment on August 7", which incorporated the conditions the Traffic and Parking
Commission recommended in the July 30, 2018 special meeting. The process still has to go through 3™
reading at the Metropolitan Council meeting on august 21° to be complete.



DEFERRED BUSINESS

1. CD24: Authorize residential parking permit at 4500 Nebraska Avenue to 4501 Utah Avenue from 12:00 p.m.
to 12:00 a.m.; requested by CM Murphy

Per Diane Marshall, Council Member Murphy requested a one month deferral. Motion was made by
Commissioner Hagar and seconded by Commissioner Kern to defer this agenda item for one month.

2. CD13: Authorize removal of truck prohibition on Couchville Pike between Reynolds Road and Bell Road;
requested by CM Holly Huezo

CM Huezo spoke regarding this item, she is requesting that the signs be moved to allow trucks to
get to their place of business. She also stated that she as well as CM Johnson have spoken with
residents in this area and none have opposed this. This area is being rezoned to industrial and many
of the residents are selling the properties for this reason.

Chip Knauf, Metro Public Works, showed the aerial view of the area in question, he stated that
Metro Public Works supports this. This is a discussion item because there were emails
circulating in opposition and wanted to allow all views to be heard.

Ali Afis, Metro Public Works, gave his findings based on site visits. He verified that the
pavement conditions are in good shape particularly because Couchville Pike was upgraded
several years ago according to collector standards. He also stated that because Bell Road is an
arterial roadway the turn radius is sufficient to accommodate trucks.

A motion was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by CM Hagar to approve the

removal of the signs, the vote was tied, 3 for and 3 against. Commissioner Green voted for the
removal of the truck restriction. Motion passed.

OTHER ITEMS

1. The September 10" Commission meeting will be announced pending the election.
2. Update on Walking District Program; Jeff Hammond

Jeff Hammond, Assistant Director at Metro Public Works, presented slides with walking district
findings and recommendations. Over a period of 6-8 months, data was collected to test the
impact of the changes. He explained details of each slide by area including before and after
data. Findings were conclusive that speeds were reduced by 1-4 mph in 20 of 29 districts. Mr.
Hammond gave details of what was done in each area to achieve the results. In the future, there
will be some changes in how walking districts are identified. We are looking more toward
countywide speed limit reduction as an option. This will be done as a collaborative effort
amongst several Metro departments.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Resolution be published in a daily newspaper in
Metropolitan Nashville/Davidson County, Tennessee, and that a certified copy be filed with the Chief of Police
of the Metropolitan Police Department, and that a certified copy be filed with the Metropolitan clerk, and that
said Resolution take effect five (5) days thereafter.
