The Metropolitan Nashville-Davidson County Transportation Licensing Commission (TLC) met for a regular meeting
on this date in the Jury Assembly Room of the Historic Davidson County Courthouse.

In the absence of the Chair, the Vice Chair called the meeting to order then led the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a
reading of the Notice of Appeal Statement which outlined the right of appeal of TLC decisions.
