e Establish a quorum: Ms. Bosch established that a quorum was present, and the meeting was
called to order.

e RFP Process Discussion: Ms. Bosch introduced Ms. Hernandez-Lane, Metro’s Purchasing
Agent, to the Committee. Ms. Hernandez-Lane distributed a presentation explaining the
procurement process with Metro. After an in-depth discussion with The Committee, it was
determined that issuing an RFP would be the best route so that services can be procured once
proposals are evaluated.

Staff recommended moving forward with the Plan Review & the Experience Study
solicitations as RFP’s instead of RFI’s. Mr. Tom Curtis will serve as an advisor on both RFP
Evaluation Committees’. Ms. Flannery made a motion to accept the recommendation as
outlined and Mr. Curtis seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

e Continuing Education Certification & Travel Reimbursement Process: Ms. Richie
explained Metro’s travel reimbursement process. Ms. Bosch presented a draft of the
Continuing Education Certification Letter to the Committee. Staff will ask the Committee to
sign this certification once per year to certify they have met the training requirement outlined
in the Investment Policy.
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
