Chancery Court of Davidson County is the appropriate appeal process. All appeals must be filed within sixty (60) days after the entry of

the Commission’s final order and/or within sixty (60) days of the final action taken by the Commission. You are advised to seek your own

independent legal counsel to ensure that your appeal is filed in a timely manner and that all procedural requirements are met.
