1.  CALL TO ORDER 

Chairman John Green ca l led the meet ing of  June 12,  2023,  to  order  a t  3 :00  p.m.  Chai rman John Green 

announced the appeals  process,  Metropol i tan Code of  Laws 2 .68.030.  

“ I f  you  are  not  sat is f ied  wi th  a dec is ion  made by the Traf f ic  & Park ing Commiss ion,  you  may  appeal  the  

dec is ion by f i l ing for  a  wr i t  o f  cer t i o rar i  wi th  the Davidson County  Chancery or  Ci rcu i t  Court .  Your appeal  must  

be f i led wi th in  60 days of  the date  of  the  entry  of  the Commiss ion ’s  dec is ion.  We adv ise that  you seek your  

own independent  legal  adv ice to  ensure tha t  your  appeal  is  f i led  in  a  t im ely  manner and tha t  a l l  procedura l  

requi rements  have been met . ”

5.  REGULAR AGENDA 

5.01.  Events  needing Metro  Employee Ass is tance.  

•  Jason Oldham gave some background on the request .  We have two events  Music  Ci ty  Ju ly  4 t h  

Celebrat ion and John Lewis  Way Process ion in  which we are request ing  approval  to  wave  meter  

fees.  Marcus Jackson Park ing Manger NDOT and Brandon Boatswain  Genera l  Manger on Stree t  

were avai lab le for  quest ions.  Commiss ioner Woods moved to  approve.  Commiss ioner Tefe l  

seconded the mot ion.  The mot ion was approved wi th  no objec t ions.  

 

5 .02.  CD19:  Author izat ion to  revoke ex is t ing va let  lane and rep lacement  wi th  new r ide share park ing 

regulat ion at  501  Commerce Stree t ,  requested  by NDOT, SR 1711956.  

•  Jason Oldham prov ided an update to  the ex is t ing use of  the space  and expla ined that  th is  was no 

longer needed and that  we would  jus t  be extending an ex is t ing r ide share lane.  Fur ther  

d iscuss ion was had regard ing how th is  was re la ted to  the Connect  Downtown s tudy.  Jason 

e laborated that  in  th is  corr idor  we had some dra f t  recommendat ion come out  o f  the Connect  

Downtown Study and would l ike to  make th is  ad justment  to  the lane to  a l ign wi th  the  

recommendat ion.  The mot ion was approved wi th  no object ions.  

 

6.  UNFINISHED BUSINESS  

6 .01.  Res ident ia l  Park ing Pol i cy .   

•  Marcus Jackson Park ing Manager of  NDOT prov ided an update to  the pol icy  request  ask ing that  

we a l low addi t ional  permi ts  to  be issued for  those that  need in  home care serv ices .  Mr.  Pete r  

Greaves a res ident  o f  Nashv i l le  spoke to  h is  concern regard ing  the pol icy  and the process by 

which a pet i t ion  must  be  supported  and submi t ted by the Counci l  Member .  Teresa Costonis  

rev iewed and shared code assoc iated wi th  the pol icy .  Commiss ioner Tefe l  made a mot ion to  

approve the change in  le t ter  I  o f  the pol icy .  Counci l  Member Henderson requested some 

c lar i f icat ion/edi t ing to  the pol icy  pr ior  to  post ing and supports  Commiss ioner Tefe l ’s  mot ion.  

Commiss ioner Tefe l  wou ld l ike to  wi thdrawal  h is  or ig ina l  mot ion.  His  new mot ion is  to  defe r  for  

one month  wi th  the in ten t  that  s ta f f  would rev iew the code wi th  legal  making sur e that  we can 

so lve th is  issue and be sure to  inc lude some of  the neighborhood concerns that  have been 

presented today.  Counci l  Member Henderson  seconded the mot ion.  The mot ion was defer red wi th  

no object ions.  

 

6 .02.  Overv iew o f  smart  metered park ing and c lar i f i ca t ion of  24/7 park ing changes.  

•  Marcus Jackson requested the abi l i ty  to  act  in  emergency s i tuat ions to  ad just  enforcement  t ime in  

spec i f ic  areas when the need presents .  Discuss ions were had  regard ing  customiz ing the program 

and establ ish ing best  pract ices.  I t  is  expected that  we wi l l  be coming back wi th  po l icy  

ad justments  as the program matures.   

  

6 .03.  Connect  Downtown Update.   

•  Marty  Sewel l  prov ided an update to  the  Connect  Downtown s tudy showing the prefe rred t rans i t  

pr ior i ty  corr idor .   Showing how as we look at  these layers ,  we can work towards recommendat ions 

that  wi l l  accommodate a l l .  We are work ing on  p iec ing and test ing a l l  o f  recommendat ions and 

evaluat ing the scenar ios .  We wi l l  a lso  ident i fy  the phas ing and funding cons iderat ions.  The hope 

is  we wi l l  be  able to  implement  some quick bu i lds  as we work toward the  b igger p ic ture.  The goal  

is  to  make downtown safer .  

 

7 .  NEW BUSINESS 

7.01.   Sidewalk  vending & new TN law regulat ing  hemp der ived cannabinoids.  

•  Jason Oldham prov ided an update to  a s tate law,  and how i t  re la tes to  s idewalk  vending.  A  

d iscuss ion as a lso had regard ing s idewalk  permi t t ing to  NDOT July  1,  2023.  

 

7.02.  Update on Met ro L ibra ry  garage.  

•  Brad Freeze gave an update  to  the park ing garage that  was recent ly  c losed.  He expla ined that  we 

are being through wi th  the rev iew of  the  engineer ing process .  Test ing is  tak ing p lace to  dete rmine 

the s t ructura l  issue and  the best  method of  repai r .  We have about  389 spaces  s t i l l  c losed.

7 .03.  Changes to  State Law.  

•  Teresa Costonis  spoke regard ing Changes to  Sta te Law. Ef fect ive Ju ly  1 s t  we are now requi red to  

have a  comment  per iod at  some point  dur ing every  open meet ing.  You are a l lowed to  se t  

parameters  to  th is  “comment  per iod” .  The second change is  each agenda wi th  meet ing i tems for  

d iscuss ion must  be sent  out  48 pr ior  to  the meet ing.  This  is  be ing brought  to  our  a t tent ion today 

so that  we can  establ ish  our  parameters  at  the next  meet ing.  

 

8 .  OTHER ITEMS 

8.0 Change in  meet ing locat ions for  Ju ly ,  August ,  and September.   

•  The commiss ion was not i f ied that  we wi l l  be at  the East  Prec inct  on Tr in i t y  Lane for  the  next  few 

meet ings.

Traffic and Parking Commission Authority: 
Chapter 9 of the Metropolitan Charter, Sec. 11.904. - Function of commission as to traffic regulation. 
 
For the purpose of making the roads, streets, and other public ways safe for pedestrians, motorists and others, and for the purpose of facilitating the flow of traffic thereon, the 
commission is hereby authorized to adopt and publish traffic regulations, including the erection of proper signs necessarily and properly connected with or incident to the 
following: 
 
(a)The location and time when parking shall be limited.(b)Places where parking shall be prohibited entirely or only during certain hours.(c)The establishment of stop sign 
controls for through streets or isolated intersections.(d)The establishment of traffic signal controls.(e)The direction in which traffic may use any street or portion of a 
street.(f)Restrictions on the size of vehicles using certain streets.(g)The establishment of speed zones upon metropolitan streets and roads based upon the findings of the 
commission. When such zones are properly signposted, the speed indicated on the signs shall be the legal speed limit. 
 
Such traffic regulations adopted by the commission shall take effect five (5) days after they have been published in a daily newspaper of general circulation within the area of 
the metropolitan government and after a certified copy thereof has been filed with the metropolitan clerk and the chief of police. Such regulations, when so adopted, shall have 
the force and effect of an ordinance, and shall be enforced by the metropolitan police. The metropolitan council shall provide by ordinance for the punishment of violators of 
such traffic regulations and shall fix proper and adequate fines and penalties.
