Ms. Glapion requested clarification on why Item #51 was only for a $1,000 civil penalty versus $1,500 typically
seen in these cases. The Board clarified that this was a sale of liquor to a minor, in which the max penalty that
can be given is $1,000. Further, only sales of beer to a minor can receive a civil penalty greater than $1,000.
