Blue Cross Blue Shield Healthy Places grant for the development of a 
Miracle Field and Playground at Cedar Hill Park. The grant valued at 
approximately $5,000,000 will fund improvements including the 
development of a “Miracle League” field, an inclusive playground, 
accessible restrooms, seating, gathering arears, and concessions.  

 The grant will be in-kind to Metro Parks. No matching funds will be 
required from Metro. No money will be bestowed to Metro Parks. 
BlueCross Healthy Places build and design partners will construct and 
manage the project.

The proposed easement 
amendment will include design and construction, lighting and 
landscaping, subject to Metro Parks’ design approval, and maintenance 
in perpetuity.
