“If you are not satisfied with a decision made by the Traffic & Parking Commission, you may appeal the decision by filing for a writ of
certiorari with the Davidson County Chancery or Circuit Court. Your appeal must be filed within 60 days of the date of the entry of the
Commission’s decision. We advise that you seek your own independent legal advice to ensure that your appeal is filed in a timely
manner and that all procedural requirements have been met.”

6.1 CD 19: A request for All Way Stop Cheatham Place & Delta Ave, Cheatham Place & 9™ Ave N, and Cheatham Place & 10" Ave N,
requested by CM Kupin.

e  Council Member Kupin spoke to the need for an All-Way Stop. Andrew Smith and Brad Freeze with NDOT spoke to the All-
Way stop not being warranted at these locations. Discussion was had surrounding the intersections and NDOT’s approach to
adding safety measures to the area. Council Member Evans-Segall would like for a more comprehensive approach be taken.
Commissioner Woods moved to defer one month; Council Member Evans-Segall seconded the motion. The motion was
deferred one month with no objections.

6.2 Approval of draft sidewalk vending ordinance revisions, amending Section 13.08.040 of the Metro Code to add additional language
for the Commission to consider when evaluating disciplinary cases of sidewalk vending permits.
e  Council Member Evans-Segall provided background to this request. Brad Freeze with NDOT spoke in support of the revisions.
Commissioner Kornutick moved to approve. Commissioner Woods seconded the motion. The motion was approved with no
objections.

6.3 Approval of draft loading ordinance revisions, amending Sections 12.48.030 and 12.48.050 of the Metro Code to allow NDOT to set
time limits for passenger and freight loading zones.
e Brad Freeze with NDOT provided background to the draft ordinance. Council Member Evans-Segall moved to approve.
Commissioner Woods seconded the motion. The motion was approved with no objections.

e Commissioner woods moved for a two-month deferral. Council Member Evans-Segall seconded the motion. The motion was
deferred with no objections.

7.2 CD 11, 14, 15, 19: Updated discussion on reducing posted speed limits on Hermitage Ave/Lebanon Pk from Korean Veterans Blvd
to the Wilson County line, requested by NDOT.

e Robin Lovett-Owen, Charles Weingartner, and Ben Hubert with the Vizion Zero Advisory Committee spoke in favor of the
speed limit reduction and request that action be taken sooner rather than later. Brad Freeze and Derek Hagerty with NDOT
gave background and provided a presentation regarding what types of considerations are taken regarding lowering speed
limits. Extensive discussions were had surrounding the issue. Commissioner Mohamed moved to defer on month.
Commissioner Woods seconded the deferral. The motion was deferred with Commissioner Kornutick objecting.

7.3 Update of sidewalk encroachment permit suspension for Munchies LLC.
¢ Ricky Rooker with NDOT provided an update and advised that Mr. Fared was currently in compliance. It was noted that Mr.
Fared is working for another company and has filed a slow pay, it has been confirmed that he is current on slow pay. If Mr.
Fared is allowed to vend, he has stated that he will use his smaller cart and appropriately display his licenses. Chair Mason
would like to see an update next month regarding the process. Commissioner Mohamed moved to lift the suspension.
Commissioner Woods seconded the motion. The motion was approved with no objections.

Traffic and Parking Commission Authority:
Chapter 9 of the Metropolitan Charter, Sec. 11.904. - Function of commission as to traffic regulation.

For the purpose of making the roads, streets and other public ways safe for pedestrians, motorists and others, and for the purpose of facilitating the flow of traffic thereon, the commission is hereby
authorized to adopt and publish traffic regulations, including the erection of proper signs necessarily and properly connected with or incident to the following:

(a)The location and time when parking shall be limited.(b)Places where parking shall be prohibited entirely or only during certain hours.(c)The establishment of stop sign controls for through streets or
isolated intersections.(d)The establishment of traffic signal controls.(e)The direction in which traffic may use any street or portion of a street.(f)Restrictions on the size of vehicles using certain
streets.(g)The establishment of speed zones upon metropolitan streets and roads based upon the findings of the commission. When such zones are properly signposted, the speed indicated on the signs
shall be the legal speed limit.

Such traffic regulations adopted by the commission shall take effect five (5) days after they have been published in a daily newspaper of general circulation within the area of the metropolitan government
and after a certified copy thereof has been filed with the metropolitan clerk and the chief of police. Such regulations, when so adopted, shall have the force and effect of an ordinance, and shall be
enforced by the metropolitan police. The metropolitan council shall provide by ordinance for the punishment of violators of such traffic regulations and shall fix proper and adequate fines and penalties.
